Shoe Check: Shoes and Spikes will be checked! Please make sure you and your
athletes check the World Athletics approved shoe list. All distance
athletes will need to turn in shoe check form at check in before they are
given their hip number.

Weigh-ins: Will take place at the Fairgrounds for all throwing events. Weigh-Ins
will close when warm ups for the event start.

Buses
can park on Maple Ave or use the Fairground parking lot off of East Center St.
(~0.5 mile)
